1. Queen Elizabeth II is a 'constitutional monarch'. This means that although she is officially the head of Great Britain, the country is actually run by the government, led by the Prime Minister.

        The Queen lives at Buckingham Palace. Her Majesty The Queen's title in the United Kingdom is: 'Elizabeth the Second, by the Grace of God of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland'. 

2. William Shakespeare is the greatest of all playwrights and poets of all times. He founded the famous “Globe Theatre” and wrote many tragedies, comedies and sonnets. Some of his well-known literary works are: Romeo and Juliet, Hamlet, Julius Caesar, Othello, Antony and Cleopatra, King Lear, Macbeth and others.
3. Princess Diana was Prince Charle’s wife. They got married in 1981. A major contribution to charity was when Princess Diana helped to ban landmines.  In 1997, Diana began a relationship with Emad (Dodi) al-Fayed.  On August 31, 1997, after leaving the Ritz in Paris, Diana and Dodi were involved in a fatal car accident, while trying to avoid the terrible paparazzi. 
4.Winston Churchill was a politician and wartime prime minister who led Britain to victory in World War Two. 

5. Florence Nightingale (1820-1910) was famous for her hospital work in the Crimean War. 
3. BRITAIN IN QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS 
  1. The plague reached London that year. People called it the Black Death. How many died? It is hard to say, for the official records of that time were patchy at best. The best guess is that over 100,000 people perished in and around London, though the figure may have been much higher.
       2. Big Ben - the hour    bell - is said to have been named after Sir Benjamin Hall,    Commissioner of Works, who   was known for his bulk, as is    the bell!
        3. Boxing Day is celebrated on December,26. Traditionally, this is the day to open the Christmas box to share the contents with the poor. The Christmas box was a wooden or clay container where people placed gifts. Boxing Day is also known as St.Stephen’s Day. Boxing Day is a day for fox-hunting. Families get together on Boxing Day. It is a day of watching sports and playing board games with the family. Many families will go for walks in the countryside together on this day.
   4. Haggis is traditionally eaten in Scotland on January,25 .This day is Robert Burns’ birthday and it is celebrated not only in Scotland but in  Scottish communities all over the world, too.  Huggis is very meaty and it's made out of bits of animal. Before the meal a poem “To the haggis” is recited and a toast to it is said which is  accompanied by a piper playing some appropriate tune.
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    5. Lord Chancellor sits upon the Woolsack,which is a reminder of the times when English commercial prosperity was founded. 
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    6. An English policeman is called “a bobby”. This is British slang for a police officer. The first modern police, called “Bobbies” or “Peelers” after their founder Sir Robert Peel, appeared on the foggy streets of London in 1829. They were better paid and better equipped than Charlies. First Bobbies had clubs, handcuffs and later a whistle. It was no easy job being a “Peeler”. They worked 7 days a week for only 1 pound, and they couldn’t even get married without permission. They used to wear their smart blue uniforms all the time and their tall hat had a thick leather top to protect them from people who attacked them.  It is still tough to be a policeman nowadays of course, but next time you feel sorry for them, spare a thought for the poor Charlies, Bobbies or Peelers of the past! 
7. The square in the center of London is called Trafalgar.  It was built commemorate the victory of the English fleet over the French one at the Battle of Trafalgar on the 21st of October 1805. 
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Nelson's Column is 56 m high and on top you can see the statue of Admiral Nelson, who died in the battle.

5 TRIP TO ENGLAND 
You: I’m thinking of visiting England. I wonder if you could give me some advice.

Travel agent: Certainly. I’m at your service. What would you like to know to start with? 

You: First of all, I’d like to know the best time of the year to visit.

Travel agent: England is especially beautiful in spring. It is the time of year when warmer weather begins and flowers and trees start to blossom. When are you planning to have a trip?
You: I think I’ll go in May.  Are there any special events on in that month?

Travel agent: The first day of the month of May is known as May Day. It is when people celebrate the coming of summer with lots of different customs that are expressions of joy and hope after a long winter. Traditional English May Day celebrations include Morris dancing, crowning a May Queen and dancing around a Maypole. The month of May has many traditions and celebrations. For the convenience of the general public, many May Day activities have now been moved to the new May Day holiday on the first Monday of the month. This Monday is a bank holiday, a day off school and work.

You: Wonderful! England is worth visiting, isn’t it?

Travel agent: Oh, England is great. One should visit it at least once to fall in love with for the rest of your life. Have you decided yet what place in England you’d like to go first?
You: Oh, I’m not sure. What would you recommend?

Travel agent: There are a handful of “must see” places. But beyond that it’s up to your tastes and interests. Do you like shopping? scenery? ancient history? mystery? architecture? gardens? theater? literary history? food and drink? If you only go to England once in your life, I strongly recommend you to visit London and enjoy seeing such well-known sights of the city as Westminster Abbey, Trafalgar Square, St.Paul’s Cathedral, Houses of Parliament, Big Ben, London Eye, Buckingham Palace .  You are also sure to greatly enjoy your visit to Stonehenge and the Lake District .
You: I see. And what about the food?

Travel agent: England is internationally famous for its fish and chips and has a huge number of restaurants and take-away shops selling this dish. The full English breakfast (also known as "cooked breakfast" or "fried breakfast") also remains a culinary classic. Its contents vary, but it normally consists of a combination of bacon, grilled tomatoes, fried bread, black pudding, baked beans, fried mushrooms, sausages, eggs (fried, scrambled or boiled) and other variations on these ingredients and others. The Sunday roast is perhaps the most common feature of English cooking. The Sunday dinner traditionally includes roast potatoes accompanying a roasted joint of meat such as roast beef, lamb, or a roast chicken and assorted vegetables, themselves generally roasted or boiled and served with a gravy. Yorkshire pudding and gravy is now often served as an accompaniment to the main course. You are sure to enjoy English tea, of course. 

  In case you don’t like English cuisine,there are different types of restaurants to accommodate all tastes. 
You: OK. I hope I’ll have a wonderful holiday!

Travel agent: I bet you won’t regret. You are sure to enjoy your trip and very soon you may feel like visiting England  again and again.
6 MY IMPRESSIONS OF BRITAIN   
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 This is the picture of the Houses of Parliament I took during my trip to England last year. I went to London with my classmates and our school teacher of English. Our dream to see the famous sights of London came true at last.

  I’ll never forget our visit to the Houses of Parliament, of course.  The Houses of Parliament, also known as the Palace of Westminster is the seat of Britain's two parliamentary houses, the House of Lords and the House of Commons.

    In the middle of the 11th century, King Edward the Confessor had moved his court to the Palace of Westminster, situated on a central site near the river Thames. In 1265 a Parliament was created with two houses: the Lords and the Commons. 

      The House of Lords met at the Palace of Westminster while the House of Commons did not have a permanent location. After King Henry VIII moved his court to Whitehall Palace in 1530, the House of Lords continued to meet in Westminster. In 1547 the House of Commons also moved here, confirming Westminster as the central seat of government, a position it still holds today.
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  In 1834 a fire destroyed the Palace of Westminster. A competition was organized to create a new building for the two houses of Parliament.   A design by Sir Charles Barry and his assistant Augustus Welby Pugin was chosen from 97 entries. They created a large but balanced complex in neo gothic style. The whole complex was finished in 1870, more than 30 years after construction started. It includes the Clock Tower, Victoria Tower, House of Commons, House of Lords, Westminster Hall and the Lobbies.

  I liked Victoria Tower very much. It is the tallest tower in the Palace of Westminster. It was designed by Sir Charles Barry, and named after Queen Victoria, the reigning monarch. It is a square tower at the southwestern end of the Palace.
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  At the top is an iron flagstaff. If the Queen is in, then the Royal Standard is flown. Otherwise the Union Flag is flown. The entrance to the Palace is at the base of Victoria Tower. The Queen uses this entrance whenever she enters the Palace for the State Opening of Parliament or other official ceremonies. As soon as our class went to London in spring , we couldn’t see the famous state opening the Parliament which is traditionally held in November or after a general election. But we had a good chance to visit the House of Commons and the House of Lords and we were even allowed to take pictures inside. Here is a photo of the House of Commons. 
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  The House of Commons plays the major role in law-making. It is made up of 630 elected members. The Speaker is the Chairman of the House of Commons. The Party which obtains the majority of seats in the Houses of Commons is called the Government and the others –the Opposition which  forms the so-called  “shadow cabinet”. The first 2 rows of seats are occupied by the leading members of both the Government  and the Opposition. They are called  “front-benchers”.
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 The Members of the Upper House (the House of Lords) are not elected. The House of  Lords consists of more than 1.000 members: 830 are the members of the upper House by the right of inheritance,270 members are given life peerage and  26 members of the House of Lords are spiritual peers (bishops and archbishops).The Lord Chancellor is the Chairman of the House of  Lords. 
  I was also greatly impressed by Big Ben which is an integral part of the Houses of Parliament. Big Ben is the name given to the clock on one of the towers of the Houses of Parliament.  The clock with its bell is named after Sir Benjamin Hall, the chief Commissioner of Works when the Houses of Parliament were rebuilt in 1850. Sir Benjamin Hall was a very tall and stout man. His nickname was “Big Ben”.

     The clock was the largest in the world and still the largest in Great-Britain. The clock faces have a diameter of almost 25ft (7.5m). The hour hand is 9ft or 2.7m long and the minute hand is 14ft (4.25m) long. 
  We also had a good chance to visit London Eye and I this is the picture of the Houses of Parliament I took then. London is beautiful, isn’t it? 
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
